Children's and Family Programs:

Babies, toddlers and preschoolers, along with their caregivers, can attend free storytimes held
every day at the library. Most are themed for certain age groups, but older and younger siblings
are always welcome.

e Lego Club and Lego Block Party are free, open to all ages, and need no registration. Lego
Club is held the first and third Thursday of each month 4:30-5:30 p.m.; Lego Block Party
is held the fourth Saturday of each month 1-2:30 p.m. Legos, Duplos or MegaBlocks are
provided.
